Under 8’s Grading Policy

Unfortunately, some GHFA clubs have chosen to grade their players in the under 8’s competition (known as the blue draw). Roselea has one team entered into this blue draw. 
Roselea policy is to assess and grade ALL Players from Under 9 when they enter competitive soccer. Preference is for under 8 teams to be allocated according to friendships in accordance with the aims of non-competitive mini soccer. 

Regrettably, to compensate for the strength of the blue draw and to prevent our team from being demoralised from regular losses, 11 Players based on voluntary nomination for skills assessment will form the 8 Blue team. 
The policy for Under 8’s team allocation is as follows: 
· During registration, Under 8’s parents will be informed of the above and this policy.
· On registration day, Parents/Guardians will be asked the following questions:

Do you wish to have your child assessed for the blue draw?
If your child is NOT selected in the squad of 11 for the blue draw, please nominate friend(s), who you wish your child to be placed with.
· Up to 11 Players will be selected for the blue draw according to an evaluation program conducted by the Grading Committee on an assessment day as notified in the player information sheet.
· Only those who have nominated on the registration form will be assessed. This is to ensure that the Grading Co-ordinator has sufficient time to prepare resources and paperwork for the assessment day.
· A Grading Committee as approved by the Executive Committee will conduct assessments.  A Parent/Guardian of a participating child will not be part of the Grading Committee. 
· Assessment forms and results are the confidential property of Roselea Soccer Club
· All other under 8’s teams will be formed according to nominated friendships, prior team associations (under 7’s) and other necessary factors.
· All teams will be advised by their managers prior to Mini Gala Day.
Note: Those players graded into the 8 Blue team will not necessarily be graded into the 9/1's in the subsequent year. The grading process for under 9’s and above is totally separate from the 8 Blue process. 
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
